	 Once the building is complete 
in the Princeton Central Business 
District, it will be the only museum 
outside of Europe dedicated to his 
legacy.
	 It will include a video immersion 
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room explaining aspects of gravity; 
hands-on exhibits about Einstein’s 
greatest discoveries; a look at his 
ardent humanitarian efforts; and 
information about how the famous 
scientist lived his daily life. The 
exact location of the museum will 
be announced in early 2024. After 
fundraising, construction and exhibit 
installations, PEMS anticipates wel-
coming its first Einstein fans in late 
2026.

Meador from Foothill Acres 
Rehabilitation & Nursing hosted 
interesting games of bingo.
